AWARENESS FOR PREVENTATION OF DENGUE:

As you are aware that an epidemic called Dengue is now spreading its arms in Odisha. It is caused by a Virus called Dengue Virus. The viruses are transmitted to humans by the bite of an infected mosquito. The vector of the disease is a mosquito called Aedes aegypti. 

In order to check the spread of this disease following measures are to be taken by the IFFCO residents :

1. It is pertinent that mosquitoes are the careers of this dreaded disease Dengue.  In order to prevent the breeding of mosquitoes, it is very much essential to maintain cleanliness through out the Township.
2. The drainage system, along with stagnant water are to be specially taken care of and Chemicals or mosquito oil are to be sprayed over the same at regular intervals which can remove formation of mosquito larva’s and prevent spreading of mosquitoes. 
3. All bushes in and around township area are to be trimmed and long grasses are to be cut & removed for making the area clean and mosquito free.
4. All residents in our Town ship are requested to take special care for using mosquito net and mosquito repellants while at their home.
5. All employees and residents in our Town ship are requested to extend their cooperation for maintaining our premises clean & tidy for the wider interest of preventing such disease. 
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
